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I LONG-TERM SHIFTS

OCCUPIER MARKET SENTIMENT

We surveyed over 60 occupiers
employing more than 80.000 people
in Finland for the CBRE Finland
Occupier Flash Survey.

Occupiers highlighted the scope for
longer-term shifts in strategy and
space requirements with half of the
responses showing either sizing down
of current office spaces (52%) or
assembling less dense offices (48%) in
the long-term.

A significant proportion (82%) expect
to have a hybrid workplace and
flexible remote working policy in the
future, up from 47% pre-COVID.

According to our survey results,
employees will have the option for
full-time remote work in the long run
(27%), at least for certain
groups/teams, a policy deemed

unthinkable before the pandemic (0%).
